The Juravinski Cancer Centre Foundation’s (JCCF) main purpose in every undertaking is to champion and advance the vision and mandate of the Juravinski Hospital and Cancer Centre.  Through the generosity of our donors, we fund capital redevelopment projects, purchase medical equipment and technology, invest in research, support public education and opportunities for the professional development of our hospital staff.  Projects must be compatible with the Juravinski Cancer Program’s (JCP) mission, strategic plan and management priorities.

The purpose of the JCCF Education Grants Program is to support education and training opportunities for staff, patients, and the public that will improve the overall quality and capacity of the cancer program. Applications should reflect cancer program priorities. Letters of support from the Program Head and Directors should address how the proposed project fits with program priorities and longer term sustainability of successful pilot projects. Innovative projects that have the potential to inform future cancer program directions are encouraged.

Education Grant Applications must fall within the following categories:

· Patient/Public Education

· Healthcare Professional Development which includes, but is not limited to:

· Educational courses (see page 4 for details)

· Educational conferences will be considered if there is strong alignment to the program priorities of the JHCC. Priority for such applications will be given to applicants who are presenting their own original work within a conference program.

· Grants will be awarded for a one-year term only. Requests for multi-year grants will not be accepted.  

· Grants will be awarded to a maximum of

· $2,500 for staff development

· $25,000 for patient education, public education or team development with specific program outcomes.
· Principal applicants must be staff of the cancer program. Interdisciplinary team proposals are strongly encouraged, including patient or public involvement.   
Process to Apply:

A complete application must include:

1. Proposal that clearly states the case for support, including objectives and measurable project outcomes and how these align to the priorities, strategic direction and mission of the JHCC.

2. Sustainability plan for pilot projects.

3. A detailed budget, with supporting documentation.

4. Letter(s) of support from the appropriate Program Head and Director. Additional letters of support can be submitted as appropriate [e.g. Disease Site Team Chair]
5. Applicants must include any other received or potential sources of funding for their educational event/opportunity.

6. Timeline showing milestones and proposed completion of project.

7. A detailed knowledge transfer plan describing how new knowledge generated from the education grant will be shared/used within the program. 

Only applications that include the above elements will be considered for funding, sustainability plans are required for pilot projects only.

For the Spring 2012 call, applications are due April 6th 2012.  The Grants and Distribution Committee will review all applications submitted by the end of May 2012 for grants to be made in July 2012.  All completed applications must include 8 copies and be submitted to:

If this is not possible, the JCCF Education Grants Program will consider requests for individual staff education support. The following criteria will guide evaluation of these requests:

Criteria:

1.0 
Applicants for funding will be full-time or part-time Employees who have completed his/her probation period as an employee of Hamilton Health Sciences, working in the Cancer Program.

1.1 
Preference will be given to employees who have been employed by the HHS for at least one year.

1.2 
Employees will be eligible to apply for bursary monies in each year of their program.  Preference will be given to applicants requesting funding for the first time.

1.3 
Applicants must provide proof of enrolment or acceptance in a college or university undergraduate or graduate degree program. The cost and a brief description of the course/program must be provided.

1.4 
Applicants are limited to one Education initiative funding request per call for applications.

1.5 
Applicants must disclose all other sources of funding applied for or received.
Conditions:

2.0 
Applicants receiving bursary monies will be requested to return one year of employment for each year bursary money was received.  Repayment of the monies received shall be made if the recipient fails to return to work at the JHCC for the required period of time.  All recipients of bursary monies will sign a form consenting to this repayment requirement.  Should the recipient withdraw from the program, reimbursement of bursary monies will be negotiated at the time of the withdrawal.

· the career benefit to the individual applicant
· previous academic work and credits
· employment experience
